GFCF Recipes of the Month
THE GFCF KITCHEN

Rack of Lamb With Rosemary Scallion Crust (Gluten-Free)

This recipe comes to us from Jay Berger

1 1/ tablespoons olive oil

Y4 teaspoon dried hot pepper flakes

1 garlic clove, minced

3 tablespoons thinly sliced scallion including the green part

1 teaspoon dried rosemary, crumbled

12 cup fresh GFCF bread crumbs

Salt and pepper to taste

1 ¥4 pound trimmed and Frenched single rack of lamb (77 or 8 ribs)
Watercress sprigs for garnish, if desired

In a small skillet heat the oil over moderate heat until it is hot but not smoking, add the red pepper flakes, and cook them,
stirring, for 10 seconds. Add the garlic and cook it, stirring, for 30 seconds. Add the scallion and the rosemary and cook the
mixture, stirring, for 10 seconds. Stir in the bread crumbs and salt and pepper to taste and remove the skillet from the heat.
Heat an ovenproof skillet over moderately high heat until it is hot and in it brown the lamb, seasoned with salt and pepper,
turning it, for 5 minutes, or until the sides and the ends are browned evenly. Pour off any fat from the skillet, arrange the
lamb, fat and meat side up, and pat the crumb mixture evenly on the fat and meat side of the lamb. Bake the lamb in the
middle of a preheated 475 degree F. oven for 15 minutes, or until a meat thermometer registers 130 degrees F. for
medium-rare meat. Transfer the lamb to a platter, let it stand, uncovered, for 10 minutes, and garnish it with the watercress.
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Beef & Sweet Potato Stew

/4 cup GFCF all-purpose flour (such as Bob’s Red Mill)
1 Ya 1b. extra lean beef, cut into cubes

2 TB extra virgin olive oil

1 small onion cut into wedges

10 baby bella mushrooms, sliced in half

2 large sweet potatoes, peeled and cut into cubes
2 cups organic beef or vegetable broth

1 (8 0z) can tomato sauce

10 pitted dried plums, quartered

1/2 tsp salt

1/2 tsp garlic powder

1/4 tsp ground cinnamon

1/8 tsp ground cloves

2 cups green beans, trimmed

salt and pepper to taste

Place the flour in a bowl. Add the beef and toss to coat. Heat 1 TB of oil in a large Dutch oven over
medium heat. Brown the beef cubes until lightly browned, about 5 minutes. Remove and set aside. Add
the remaining oil, onion, and mushrooms. Add a few TB of broth to scrape any tasty bits from the bot-
tom of the pot. Stir frequently until the onions and mushrooms are tender, about 5 minutes.

Return the beef and accumulated juices to the pot. Add the sweet potatoes, broth, tomato sauce, plums,
salt, and seasonings. Bring to a boil, reduce heat and simmer covered about 45 minutes. Stir in the
green beans and simmer uncovered about 30 additional minutes until potatoes and beans are tender.
Season with salt and pepper to taste.

1jar (7 oz) roasted red peppers, well drained, chopped

1 container (16 oz) silken tofu, drained

(variation, add any roasted veggies on hand, onions are great or potatoes too!)

Preheat oven to 350. Mix all ingredients until well blended. Pour into a 9 inch pie plate. Bake 40
minutes or until center is set. Super easy, and you can make it ahead.

Most parents understand the challenges of trying to go shopping with toddlers. Sam has autism and a
place like the mall provides so much stimulation, it can be overwhelming - for him and his mom. But
thanks to Reno, an autism assistance dog provided by hearing and service dogs of Minnesota, they can
shop easier. ‘Reno knows by laying down he can stop Sam from moving better than I can’ said Sam’s
mom. Sam is the first kid to get a dog like Reno from the program, which is modeled after a similar one

that's been very successful in Canada. Sam is told it's his job to watch Reno. He never seems to let go, but
just in case, he is tethered to his new pal. A simple stay command and Reno drops to the floor. Sam can't
dash away into a crowd, or even worse, into traffic. Temper tantrums don't last long either. Reno isn't
just for outings, he lives with Sam's family. ‘Reno stays in bed with Sam until Sam is sleeping, and then
Reno will come outside the door and sleep outside the door for the rest of the night,” says mom. It's led to
a lot less anxiety on everyone's part. Mom said Sam is just so relaxed with Reno. And trips to the mall are
no longer as stressful for her. ‘It’s the safety. I just feel so much at ease with the two of them’, she said.
